Sandy Douglas Memorial Regatta at the John Wayne Marina in Sequim,

Rules: The series will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of 

Sailing (RRS) 2013-2016, except as modified by Individual Class rules, the Sailing 

Instructions or the Appendices to the Sailing Instructions.  

Eligibility: This regatta is open to Thistle Class sailboats and Flying Scot Class 

sailboats.  Boats must conform to class crew, weight, rigging, and equipment rules.

Advanced online registration is 

strongly encouraged.

System.  No score will be excluded. 

 

Prizes:  Trophies will be awarded to the top 3 boats and crews in each class.   

 

Launching & Boat Storage:  Launching will be available at the John Wayne 

Marina.  Please note the marina is paid a separate launch fee by boat owners.  

Boats may be stored overnight at the marina. 

 

Accommodations:  For campers, the Thistle fleet has reserved camping at the 

Sequim Bay State Park in the group area for its members.  Flying Scot racers can 

reserve camp spaces at the park by calling 888-226-7688 or by going online at 

https://washington.goingtocamp.com/ .
